Students will complete three tests in which they engage in an exegetical discussion of the grammar, syntax, morphology, and vocabulary of New Testament Greek.

In addition to reinforcing language skills, the ability to recognise and discuss New Testament Greek grammar, syntax, morphology and vocabulary provides the student with a foundation for in-depth exegesis of the New Testament.

	Instructions
Students are to write a 500-word paper analysing a passage in 2 English translations. Passages will be supplied by the lecturer. Students are expected to refer to and discuss the Greek text behind the passage, with the aid of appropriate grammatical, lexical and syntactical resources.

	Rationale and Expectations
Every translation of a New Testament passage is an interpretation. By comparing translations with the original New Testament Greek, we can understand the process of translation, as well as the critical and linguistic issues at stake. This in turn allows us to evaluate the exegetical implications of a particular translation.

Students will be set an end of semester exam which examines all aspects of the course.

	Rationale
An exam covering all aspects of the course is aimed at assessing student proficiency in New Testament Greek. Through the exam, students demonstrate their language competency.
