UNIT DESCRIPTION

This unit is an exploration of the life and theology of St. Ignatius of Antioch through a close reading of his epistolary corpus and other contemporary primary source documents. Students will explore these documents and what they reveal about second generation Christian biblical exegesis, early Christian sacramental theology and ecclesiology, mission, and church state relations in a hostile environment. Special attention will be paid to the lessons these important documents provide for the contemporary Church. Students will reflect on how they might apply these insights to their own ministry.
